A native of Brooklyn, NY, Delsarte has been creating murals since 1967. He earned a
BFA from the Pratt Institute in 1967 and an MFA from the University of Tucson in 1977.
He has completed artist residencies at several institutions including Howard University;
The Metropolitan Museum of Art; Robert Blackburn Printmaking Workshop in New York
City; Experimental Printmaking Institute at Lafayette College in Easton, PA; Brandywine
Printmaking Workshop in Philadelphia, PA; and the Faculty Resource Network at New
York University.

Delsarte’s work can be found in many public and private collections including the
Metropolitan Museum of Art; Corcoran Gallery of Art; Ft. Lauderdale Museum; Kansas
City Art Musuem; the Camille Hanks Cosby Museum at Spelman College in Atlanta; the
Paul Jones Collection at University of Delaware; The Hammonds House Museum in

Atlanta; and The National Gallery of Art in Bermuda.

In addition to Delsarte, a number of other emerging and established artists work and live

at Studioplex along with graphic artists, architects, salon owners and many other in the
